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How to play softly (p)
Lip Attack Exercises
Tense your jaw slightlyand practice whistling while pro-
nouncing ‘Pwhu Pwhu’. Let the air flow between the
membranes of both lips sensitively with a small elliptical

lip opening, keeping medium air pressure behind the
lower lip.
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Notice the position of the lower teeth.

Main purpose of lip attack is to make a very small ellip-
tical lip opening, and small vibrative membranes. So when
you can get soft and clear tone by lip attack secondly try
to get the same tone by spitting, keeping the same small
elliptical lip opening.
